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 Perhaps you have heard the statement 
“Form follows function.”  I have no idea where or 
when I first heard that statement. But I have heard it 
many times over my life time, most often in the 
context of a discussion of architecture. Form follows 
function, that is, the function of the building dictates 
the form. What is the building going to be used for? 
Begin at that point and design the building 
accordingly, so that the form of the building 
facilitates the function for which the facility is 
intended. Perhaps you have been in a building that 
failed to follow this pattern and the 
facility actually hindered the purpose, 
and did not aid it. 
 That form follows function 
has been helpful in determining the 
use of buildings that have been 
uncovered by archeologists over the 
years. I was reading just yesterday of 
an archeological site that uncovered 
some ancient ruins and soon 
determined it was an ancient 
Christian church building. How did 
they know that? It followed the form 
of many other such known buildings. 
In addition, the form of the building 
showed that it well suited the function 
of a large group of people gathering 
together to engage in the spiritual activity of worship. 
They could even identify the place where baptisms 
were held! 
 Most of those who read this article 
appreciate the role that worship has in the life of a 
group of Christians, a church. Not only do we gather 
together to engage in corporate worship, to glorify 
our God, and to be edified thereby, but we 
understand how vital such is to our spiritual lives. If a 
church did not meet together, it would soon cease to 
be a church! 
 We also worship because it helps us to deal 
with the ups and downs of living. We are 
strengthened when we see others of like precious 
faith and join with them in edifying songs, prayers, 
sermons as well as being called to the cross through 
the Lord’s Supper. 
 Most of us can see how church buildings 
have been built over the years to facilitate the 
function of congregational worship. Many buildings, 
ours included, also have classrooms where the Bible 
can be taught to every age group. The classrooms 
intended for the little ones are close to the restroom 
facilities. Form follows function. 
 Now, to the point of the article. Suppose a 
church builds a building, spends many thousands, 
maybe millions of dollars to build a building. Could 
someone walk into that building and see immediately 

that the form follows function? Probably so. But what 
if a church builds a building that is more directed to 
physical activities rather than worship? More geared 
to entertaining the members than to the spiritual 
health of the congregation? Designed to make these 
activities primary, not secondary in the design of the 
facility? What could be rightfully inferred from such 
an action?  
 Might one rightfully infer that the emphasis in 
function has been misplaced? If one reads the 
scripture, he clearly understands the mission of the 

church as being spiritual, not physical, 
that is, meeting spiritual needs, not 
physical ones. If that is the function, 
should not the form of a church 
building reflect that? 
 In this entertainment crazed 
world in which we live, folks have 
demanded that churches fulfill every 
need a person may have. Some have 
answered that demand and “church” 
buildings are built to meet every need 
a person may have. There may be a 
gymnasium, a walking track, a weight 
room, a movie room, multi-purpose 
rooms, etc. All designed to meet the 
physical needs of the flock. 
 But what about the spiritual 
activities, specifically worship? 

Shouldn’t the function dictate the form? If so, it 
seems the place where the church is going to gather 
for worship ought to be the focal (perhaps the only) 
point of such a facility. 
 Has the “Christian” world so lost its focus 
and sense of purpose that it has forsaken it’s God 
given spiritual role for the loaves and fishes of 
physical needs?  
 Recently there was in the local paper a letter 
to the editor urging the churches in our community to 
recapture the moral high ground in the present 
culture war. Can the church do so while forsaking it’s 
spiritual mission to fulfill physical needs which the 
world is better able to fill? I think not. 
 The only way the church can really impact 
the community in which it is found or the world is to 
refocus itself on its God given spiritual mission of 
seeking and saving the lost and keeping the saved 
saved. That, it seems, should be the function for the 
church building. Any building it builds should 
advance that function. 
 I am glad to be a part of a fellowship that has 
not sold its birth right for a mess of pottage. I look 
forward to gathering together with my brothers and 
sisters this Sunday to worship God here at 
Elizabethtown church of Christ.
