Exercise for Seniors 

 
In order to build muscle strength in the arms and 
shoulders  begin by standing on a comfortable surface, 
where you have plenty of room at each side.

Try to reach a full minute, then relax. Each day, you©ll 
find that you can hold this position for just a bit longer.

Then 50-lb potato sacks. 
 
Eventually try to get to where you can lift a 100-lb potato 
sack in each hand and hold your arms straight for more 
than a full minute.

(I wrote this article several years ago, but thought it 
would be a good follow-up to our lesson on the 
wonders of God we had Sunday morning. M.G.)  
 
 Monday morning found me in Ligonier, 
Pennsylvania helping to conduct a mission VBS for the 
church there. As the rest of the group was knocking on 
doors in the small town, I was 
dispatched to check out an area on 
the map to see if there were any 
neighborhoods that we needed to 
cover later in the day. 
 
 As I drove down the city street, it 
quickly turned into a country lane 
that wound through the hills to the 
north of the town. As I rounded one 
curve near the top of the hill I was 
taken aback by two scenes. To my 
left was a beautiful old brick, two 
story farm house. It had to have 
been built over a hundred years ago. 
The style of the building and the 
detail reflected the great care that 
was taken in its construction. Next to 
it was a big red barn. It too, had a 
design and a style that was 
remarkable. 
 
 As I surveyed the scene my eyes drifted to the 
right to one of the most breath taking scenes I have 
seen in a long time. From my vantage point high on 
that hill I could see why someone in the dim distant 
past chose that spot to build his house. Stretching out 
below was the valley known as Ligonier Valley. You 
could see across to the far hill where other houses now 
stand. Below was the town of Ligonier nestled in the 
valley. All around one could see the beauty of God©s 
creation in that beautiful scene. I pulled to the side of 
the road and enjoyed the view for several moments.  
 
 Later in the day, on more than one occasion, I 
found a reason to drive out that same road to enjoy 
that scene again. As I did so, I thought of two things. 
First, is the need to "... be still and know that I am 
God." David wrote those words as he pondered the 
nature and power of God. How we need to heed that 
admonition today. 
 
 How easy it is to get caught up in the day to day 
activities of life; making a living, raising kids, going to 
school, doing the things that fill so many of our days 
and miss the beauty of God©s creation. One lady I met 
later asked me what part of the south I was from (I had 
placed an order in her store. I wonder how she knew I 
was from the south?). When I said Tennessee, she 
said that Tennessee was a pretty state. I agreed, and 

reminded her that there is pretty country in 
Pennsylvania, too. She then said "Every state has its 
own beauty." With that I had to agree. God has, 
through his creative activity, placed beauty in every 
part of nature. 
 
 All of us need to stop from time to time and 

acknowledge the creative hand of God. 
Whether it is done on a hillside overlooking a 
pastoral scene in nature, or standing over 
the bed of a sleeping child, or any other of 
many occasions that we might have. We 
need to be still and know that God is and 
that He has manifested Himself in the world. 
 
     The second thing I thought of is the need 
to see and find joy in the ordinary. All too 
often we want to be wowed by the new, the 
amazing, the unbelievable. But there is so 
much to see in the everyday. If we will look, 
we can see so much that can bring us joy 
and show us God in the ordinary, day to day 
things we see every day. Yet again, because 
we are so busy, we often miss it or overlook 
it. 
 
     When was the last time you looked into 
the face of a child and marveled at what you 

saw? When was the last time you looked at a flower 
and marveled at God©s creative activity? 
 
 There is so much joy to be found in what God has 
given us on a day-to-day basis. Do we see that and 
rejoice in it? 
 
 One particular place we can find joy and beauty is 
in the people that God sends our way. In a recent Bible 
class I remarked how glad every Christian ought to be 
that someone took the time to teach them about Christ. 
How thankful we ought to be that we have folks that 
love us; our parents, our children, our spouses, our 
extended families, our Christian friends. What joy can 
be found in the ordinary everyday relationships we 
have. Do we see it? Do we stop and give God thanks 
from time to time? Do we see the beauty of God in the 
ordinary, everyday things around us? It is there if we 
will look for it. 
 
 I saw these two things on a beautiful hillside far 
from home. But you can see it where you are right 
now. Be still and know that He is God, and learn to see 
beauty and God©s handiwork in the ordinary, everyday 
things around us.
