The New Testament is full of exhortations to love one another,
and to love one another as Jesus loved us.

The church is also a refuge from the world. When in the safety of the church, we
find a sanctuary from the dangers and hazards of a sinful world. And we do feel safe,
comfortable and at ease. We can kick back and be ourselves with one another.

Homecoming! Going back to a place of acceptance, love and refuge. What a joy
to find such in our physical families. Even more so to find such in our spiritual family,
the church. We look forward to seeing many old friends and new faces at the
Homecoming and Gospel Meeting, June 3—6.
