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"Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves
together, as is the manner of some, but
exhorting one another, and so much the more
as you see the Day approaching” (Heb. 10:25).

| remember hearing this scripture
preached and taught on continually pretty much
throughout my life. | have read countless
articles wherein this passage was quoted or
referred to. | have personally used this verse in
sermons and lessons more times than | could
possibly estimate. This verse of scripture is
constantly on the minds of elders, parents and
concerned Christians as it pertains to
faithfulness. Why? Why does this particular
verse get so much attention? Why is it referred
to so often by so many?

Are people "hung up" on this verse, and
if so, why? Some people may be hung up on
this verse Some people might feel more at ease
if this verse was not in the Bible. They struggle
with their personal commitment to Christ.
They're in a perpetual spiritual wrestling match
within themselves. They know they should be
with the church as it gathers to worship God.
But, they struggle with a whole lot of worldly
desires that they would like to fulfill that
continually conflict with their responsibility to
worship God with the church on a regular basis.
They haven't yet made up their minds as to
what will take priority in their lives. This verse
bothers them!

Others may be hung up on this verse of
scripture in a different way. One of the primary
actions with which they equate faithfulness is
"going to church." Pretty much the first thing
they think of in considering what they need to do
to be faithful Christians is regular church
attendance. If they "go to church" every Sunday,
and especially if they attend every Sunday
morning, Sunday night and Wednesday night,
they figure they're being faithful to God.

Both groups mentioned above have it
wrong. Being a Christian is not something "we
do" on Sundays and Wednesday nights. Being
a Christian is what "we are" every minute of
every day. Our identity as a Christian should

guide all that we do, where we go, how we talk
and even how we think. Christianity is not "a
part" of the life of a faithful follower of God; it is
his life, "his whole life." Now, how does the
verse quoted above relate to this concept of
Christianity?

Obviously, there is a sense of
responsibility inherent within the teaching of
Heb. 10:25. God expects Christians to worship
Him faithfully. Our worship is our adoration
directed toward God. But there is more in that
verse than just the teaching that we are
responsible for worshipping God regularly.
There is also the understanding that we
personally benefit from our dedication to
worship God faithfully. It strengthens us
spiritually. In addition, our joining with our fellow
Christians in worship to God results in mutual
encouragement to each other. Verses 23 and
24, leading up to verse 25, address these
points.

Some people question the necessity of
faithful, dedicated church attendance. They may
even question the benefit. Trust God's word!
Trust God's word because it is from God. Even
if you have difficulty seeing "how" it can make
such a difference in your life, just trust God to
know what He's talking about. You cannot
improve upon God's wisdom. Trust Him to be
telling the truth when He says it will make a
definite difference for good in your life. Be
faithful in attendance and see if you do not grow
stronger spiritually.
