famous crack, is on display near
Independence Hall in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania.

It was that liberty obtained for us by the Founding
Fathers which we just celebrated this past week as we
marked the 221st anniversary of the signing of the
Declaration of Independence on July 4th.

But that quotation is also found in Leviticus 25:10.
In that place Moses is giving instructions concerning
the year of the Jubilee. Here is what Moses actually
said: “And you shall count seven sabbaths of years for
yourself, seven times seven years; and the time of the
seven sabbaths of years shall be to you forty-nine
years. 9 Then you shall cause the trumpet of the
Jubilee to sound on the tenth day of the seventh
month; on the Day of Atonement you shall make the
trumpet to sound throughout all your land. 10 And you
shall consecrate the fiftieth year, and proclaim liberty
throughout all the land to all its inhabitants. It shall be a
Jubilee for you; and each of you shall return to his
possession, and each of you shall return to his family.”
(Leviticus 25:8-10).

Many of the Founding Fathers knew the Bible well.
They recognized it for what it claims to be, The Word of
God. They used it's symbols, language and words to
communicate to a people who were also familiar with
the content of the Bible. No doubt impressed by those
words and history, the Founding Fathers
acknowledged that the inalienable rights of man come
not from government but from God.

Those men, again guided by wisdom and
knowledge of history, provided for freedom of religion
in the Bill of Rights, which freedom assured the free
exercise of religion without interference from the
government which was not the case in England and
even in some parts of Colonial America.

That freedom has been vouchsafed to us over the
intervening 221 years by the blood and sacrifice of
many of our country’s finest and bravest.

My hat is off to them as well as to the Founding
Fathers, who in their wisdom made this and other
freedoms sure for us. And my prayer of thanks goes up
to the throne of God often for the freedoms we enjoy
(and sometime take for granted) in this great country of
ours. Indeed, let us continue to “Proclaim liberty
throughout all the land to all its inhabitants” to every
subsequent generation of Americans so that we may
exercise those rights that come from our Creator.
