One of the most striking worship
experiences recorded anywhere in the Bible is
the call of Isaiah in Isaiah 6:1-8. One of the
most interesting ways to analyze this account is
to consider the sequence of emotions which
characterize this occasion of worship.

First, Isaiah feels awe as he senses the
very presence of God:

“In the year that king Uzziah died |
saw the Lord sitting upon a throne, high
and lifted up; and his train filled the
temple. Above him stood the seraphim:
each one had six wings; with twain he
covered his face, and with twain he
covered his feet, and with twain he did fly.
And one cried unto another, and said
‘Holy, holy, holy, is Jehovah of hosts: the
whole earth is full of his glory.” And the
foundations of the thresholds shook at the
voice of him that cried, and the house was
filled with smoke” (ASV).

Second, Isaiah feels shame and guilt as
he sees his own imperfections magnified by
God'’s presence

“Then said |, ‘Woe is me! For | am
undone; because | am a man of unclean
lips, and | dwell in the midst of a people of
unclean lips; for mine eyes have seen the
King, Jehovah of hosts.”

Third, Isaiah feels the releases of
forgiveness:

“Then flew one of the seraphim unto
me, having a live coal in his hand, which
he had taken with the tongs from off the
altar: and he touched my mouth with it,
and said, ‘Lo, this hath touched thy lips
and thine iniquity is taken away, and thy
sin forgiven.” *

Finally, Isaiah feels the commitment and
determination of one who has experienced the

cleansing, which should be part of every
genuine, occasion of worship:

“And | heard the voice of the Lord,
saying, ‘Whom shall | send, and who will
go for us?’ Then | said, ‘Here am I: send
me.! 113

Isaiah’s worship, while certainly an
extraordinary one, should be a model for ours.
Each time we meet, we should (1) feel awe at
coming into the presence of God, (2) sense our
own unworthiness and needs, (3) accept
forgiveness by God’s grace, and (4) offer
ourselves to God in full service and dedication.
