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     Most of my television viewing 
consists of sports and old reruns 
of Andy Griffith. I haven’t watched 
a broadcast network prime time 
program in many years. The 
reason? I have decided most of 
them are just not worth watching. 
As I was watching a football game 

on one of the three broadcast networks I saw some 
advertisements for the upcoming fall lineup of shows. I 
was, to be frank, embarrassed by the commercials. It 
made me wonder about the content of the program  
itself and marvel at how far television programming has 
degenerated since Andy Griffith was prime time. To 
say the least, there was no motivation for me to tune in 
to these offerings.  
  I certainly am in no position to dictate to another 
what they should or should not watch on the television, 
but it amazes me what some Christians will welcome 
into their homes. Were someone to come into my 
home, even if I invited him, and begin to use profane 
language or engage in immoral behavior, I would ask 
him to leave. You probably would as well, and rightfully 
so. Yet we invite folks in via the television and 
passively sit by and let language and activities into our 
homes that are unattractive at best and immoral at 
worst. The reality is, we can ask those folks to leave. 
How? By changing the channel or turning off the 
television, and doing something constructive. 
 What are your viewing habits? Are you discerning 
in what you and your family is watching?

 While talking about what is on the television, we 
are in the middle of another election cycle and are 
being inundated with political ads.  
 The race for governor of our fair state is at its peak. 
While the presidential election is over a year away, the 
news media and the interview shows are already 
bombarding us with information and coverage of the 
presidential candidates and debates.  
 Again, I am in no position to dictate to anyone who 
they should vote for. But I do think Christians should be 
discerning in casting their ballots. We must 
acknowledge that our government is only as good as 
the folks that we as voters put into office.  
 One of the issues in the governor’s race is whether 
or not access to gambling will be expanded in our 
state. As a discerning Christian one needs to ask a lot 
of questions about this and other moral issues and 
where each candidate stands. If this or that candidate 
is put in office, how will that impact the moral fiber of 
our community, state and nation? Let us also be 
discerning as we cast our ballots!

Are You in the Hall of Fame? 
 Several years ago, Mary and I took our son Joey on a special trip 
when he graduated from High School. We took him to the pro football 
hall of fame in Canton, Ohio, the baseball hall of fame in Cooperstown, 
New York and the professional basketball hall of fame in Springfield, 
Massachusetts. Over the years I have heard of many such places that 
celebrate the accomplishments of folks in various endeavors and 
disciplines, particularly sports. 
 But when Mary and I were in Leadville, Colorado recently we saw 
the building that housed The National Mining Hall of Fame and Museum. 
We did not take the time to go through it. But after visiting their web site, 
we may have missed something! 
 I have to admit that my initial reaction to seeing a mining hall of fame 
made me wonder. What did a miner have to do to get into that hall of 
fame? I have a pretty good idea what it takes for someone to get in one 
of the sports hall of fame. But what does a miner have to do? Do they 
have to dig a deeper mine? Dig it faster? Get more gold or whatever out 
of each mine? Dig a more perfect mine? Of course, I may have it all 
wrong with those kinds of questions, but that was my initial impression. 
 As we drove along, my preacher’s mind said “There has to be a 
lesson of some kind in the fact that there is a hall of fame for almost any discipline, even for miners!” 
 I then began to wonder, if there were a hall of fame for Christians, what would one have to do or be 
to get in? Would he or she have to be a better prayer than the next person? Would they be able to better 
discern the body of Christ when they partake of the Lord’s supper? Would they know by heart every 
song in every song book used by the church? What would it take? 
 Then it dawned on me that there really is a listing of folks we might call “Faith’s Hall of Fame.” You 
are probably ahead of me. It is in the eleventh chapter of Hebrews. It is that great cloud of witnesses that 
urges us to lay aside the heavy weight of sin and run the race before us with endurance (Hebrews 12:1-
2). 
 But what is it that these folks did to get into this hall of fame? As we look at the lives and 
accomplishments of those called to our attention in Hebrews 11, we see their accomplishments are as 
varied as they can be. Abel offered a sacrifice. Noah built an ark. Abraham was called to leave home 
and went. Abraham offered his son, Isaac. Moses forsook Egypt. The children of Israel brought down the 
walls of Jericho by marching around it as per God’s instruction. Others accomplished a varied list of 
things (see Hebrews 11:20-22, 31-39).  
 Is there anything that serves to tie it together, to give us some insight as to how they came to be  
listed in this august listing of God’s people? Yes! It is in the simple two word phrase that occurs 
seventeen times in the chapter! That phrase is “by faith...” 
 The writer of the book of Hebrews is discussing those “who believe to the saving of the 
soul” (Hebrews 10:39).  
 What kind of faith is it that brings about the desired result, the saving of the soul? That is what 
Hebrews 11 is all about. The writer first defines faith and then affirms that without faith it is impossible to 
please God (Hebrew 11:1-6). He then tells us seventeen times that by faith these great men of old 
accomplished something. By faith something happened in the lives of each of these greats in God’s 
eyes. “By faith...” 
 What is happening in your life “by faith...”? James affirms for us that a living faith is a faith that works. 
A dead faith does not (James 2:14-26). 
 If your faith is working, and you are doing by faith, you might qualify for faith©s hall of fame. But more 
importantly we can run with patience the race set before us and our faith will produce the desired result... 
The saving of our soul.  
 Again, what is happening in your life “by faith...?”
