somewhere Over the Rainbow

In 1939 MGM produced a movie that has
continued to have appeal, even in this age of
technological marvels generated by computers. That
movie itself had a unique technological feature. It
began in black and white, turns to color, and then
toward the end of the movie reverts to black and
white. There were other ground breaking special
effects, including melting witches and flying
monkeys. The movie was The Wizard of Oz. It
chronicled Dorothy’s magical trip to a land called Oz
and her efforts to return to her home in Kansas. An
Oscar winning song, “Somewhere Over the
Rainbow” was sung by the young star of the movie,
Judy Garland.

Perhaps the most memorable line spoken in the
movie was by Dorothy when the black and white
magically transformed to color. The line was "Toto, |
have a feeling we're not in Kansas anymore."

For many years, | thought the place called Oz was a mythical place indeed found “somewhere over the
rainbow.” But as Mary and | traversed the state of Kansas on Interstate 70 recently, we passed exit 328 which is
the Wamego, Kansas exit. There on the sign that listed “attractions” was a sign announcing The Land of Oz at
that very exit! So maybe Dorothy and Toto really were in Kansas?

But a few miles down the interstate, at exit 206 there was a sign that indicated the Garden of Eden was at
that exit. The internet confirms that this roadside attraction is actually at Lucas, Kansas. Again, we did not take
the time to visit either of these two attractions, but seeing these signs set my mind to working as | was driving
along.

| wonder how many folks would actually see the Land of Oz and the Garden of Eden as equals? By that |
mean some would say that both are the figments of the fertile imaginations of man. There are even those who
claim to be Bible scholars and friends of the Bible who would quickly label the Genesis account of Adam and Eve
and the Garden of Eden as a myth, an untruth at worst, a symbolic story intended to convey a higher spiritual
message at best.

We all know the story of Dorothy’s trip to the place called Oz is indeed a work of fiction written by L. Frank
Baum. But what about the Genesis account of creation and the Garden of Eden? Again, some folks say that
even if we regard these as myths, ancient stories passed from generation to generation, it does not lessen their
value.

But the Bible never indicates these accounts are anything but fact. Even the New Testament treats these
accounts and people as real (see: Luke 3:38, Romans 5:14, 1 Corinthians 15:22, 45, 1 Timothy 2:13-14, Jude
14).

If we regard the first chapters of Genesis as historically unreliable how does that reflect on the rest of
Genesis which gives the accounts of Abraham and Joseph as well as others? Are those all myths and untruths
as well? And what of the New Testament references to these people and places as real? If the New Testament
cannot be trusted on these historical matters, can it be trusted when it speaks of spiritual matters? No, if we
regard the account of creation and the Garden of Eden as a non-historical, symbolic explanation of the origins of
man, it reflects on the veracity of the entire Bible. The Land of Oz may have been a mythical land “somewhere
over the rainbow,” but the Garden of Eden was a real place and it wasn’t in Kansas.
