 It’s that time of year when we all renew our efforts to read the Bible. Some might 
wonder, “Is it really worth my time to study the first five books of the Bible?” As we read 
Genesis and Exodus the content is very enjoyable and even quite familiar; we remember the 
stories from our childhood and Bible classes. Then comes Leviticus and the instructions for the 
sacrifices, the priesthood, and the various elements that God would require of His people to be 
“holy” (Leviticus 19:1-2). We might question, “How is this information valuable to me today as a 
Christian?” 
 
 The first five books of the Old Testament are known today as the Torah (Hebrew Bible), 
the Pentateuch, or simply as often designated in the Church, the Law. The value of the 
Pentateuch or the Law can hardly be overstated. 
 
 Chronologically, the first five books of the Old Testament involves more time than the 
rest of the written record combined. Historically, the Pentateuch covers the Period of 
Beginnings (Genesis 1-11), the Hebrew Family (Genesis 12-50), Egyptian Bondage (Exodus 1-
19), Israel’s encampment at Sinai (Exodus 20-Numbers 10), the Wilderness Wanderings 
(Numbers 10-21), and the Period of Preparation for Conquest and Settlement of Canaan 
(Numbers 22- Deuteronomy 34). Although the exact number of years cannot be specified, the 
Pentateuch covers thousands of years of inspired history. 
 
 Sociologically, the Pentateuch provides God’s perfect plan for meeting man’s social 
needs. The first few chapters indicate God’s recognition that it was not good for man to be 
alone. He provided the perfect solution—a helpmeet for man—woman. Man and woman would 
leave father and mother and cleave to (stick together like glue) each other. One man and one 
woman for life would provide the stable setting for raising children to love God with all their 
being (Deuteronomy 6). 
 
 Theologically, the Pentateuch provides an understanding of man’s sin problem and 
begins to reveal God’s solution to that problem. The origin and consequences of sin and the 
necessity of redemption through shed blood are revealed. The answer to the sin problem 
through the “Messiah” is first vaguely revealed and then more fully typified in the sacrificial 
system of Israel.  Jesus, Himself, instructed the Jews that Moses’ writings should have 
produced belief in Him as the Messiah (John 5:46). 
 
 Additionally, the Pentateuch is valuable legally as it contains one of the oldest and most 
influential law codes known to man. It is valuable scientifically as it reveals the origin of the 
Universe and man which man’s independent studies could never ascertain. The Pentateuch 
serves as the foundation for the rest of God’s revelation. Perhaps Edward Garrett stated it 
best, “The Pentateuch is the thread of gold which runs—now latent, now prominent—
throughout the whole body of the Scriptures. Retain it in its place, and the whole is united by a 
consistent purpose from end to end. Take it away, and all the rest of revelation becomes a 
mass of inextricable confusion.”
