This title may seem odd | admit, but stay with me. | recently heard a lesson by a
fellow preacher who suggested that he could see great inconsistency in our thinking as a
brotherhood as a whole. He suggested that as a brotherhood we were often inconsistent in
determining issues of fellowship. He referred to this inconsistency in fellowship as the
proverbial elephant that everyone knows is in the room but all seem to ignore and act as if it
does not exist. He used this illustration to ask questions like—Why do we ignore the
inconsistency that exists in making the instrument a test of fellowship yet have no break in
fellowship where other differences of thought exist? Let me say at the outset of this article,
my prayer is that this brother will adjust his thinking after further study.

Let me start by examining the illustration of the proverbial elephant. Here, this
emotional argument is based upon what one person perceives to be the case. Consider
why such thinking may not be sound. | have been present when people who have allowed
their minds to be filled with harmful substances have actually believed that all sorts of
people, animals, and things were present in a room, when in reality they were not. My point
is simply this, sometimes because we have put something other than healthy (sound)
teaching in our minds, our minds can begin to see things that really do not exist at all
(Proverbs 14:12).

For some time now those who have advocated extending fellowship to those who
worship with the instrument have made emotional arguments in an attempt to buttress their
case (note that almost without exception in making their argument they are clear to point
out they are not advocating the use of the instrument...when in actuality their reasoning can
only lead to that conclusion). Often these emotional arguments are nothing more than
attacks against those who do not agree with their conclusions. Charges are leveled that
those who do not accept their conclusions are dishonest, ignorant, and egotistical. Such
charges are unsubstantiated.

Emotional arguments are used to say that if preachers who are highly trained and
spend great time in study of God’s word cannot agree, then perhaps these issues that have
long been held to be important, may not be as important as we thought—else what hope do
“those in the pew” have at understanding God'’s will. Phrases like “hermeneutical checklists”
and “checklist religion” are carefully selected for their emotive value.

A good Bible student can see through these emotional and unscriptural arguments.
The bottom line is this—God'’s word can be understood (Eph. 5:17) and His will must be
followed (Matt. 7:21) if one desires to be pleasing to God. It does not take a highly trained
preacher to understand God'’s will; it simply takes filling ones’ mind with the light of God’s
word and continuing to walk in that standard of truth (Romans 10:17; | Jn. 1:7).
