Society in 
general thinks that we need a new and improved 
revelation from God and that we have outgrown what 
God gave as His word.

Are we having fun yet? 



  
     It was a fairly normal Wednesday. I had picked up Emaleigh (7yrs old at the time) from 
school and we went to the office. She picked up a book entitled A Study Guide to Greater 
Bible Knowledge. She was quite upset. I explained to her that it was a good book written by 
a brother in Christ, Wayne Jackson.  
 
     I could not understand her concern until she revealed her thinking. She said "Dad there 
is no greater knowledge than the Bible. The Bible is all we need." After that, her concern 
made sense to me (from her vantage point). I was glad to explain to her what the book was 
really about. I used the opportunity to teach a couple of lessons.  
 
     First, sometimes it is better to get more information before we react. How many times 
have you witnessed or experienced someone who reacted to a situation before they 
gathered all the facts. I explained to Emaleigh that things might not always be as they first 
appear and that love demands that we first think the best of another (I Cor.13:4-8). 
 
     Consider the biblical example of the hasty decision of the scribes and the Pharisees to 
bring a woman “caught in the very act of adultery” before the Lord for condemnation (John 
7:53-8:11). They were so concerned with trying the Lord so that they might ensnare him 
(v.6) that they did not consider all “facts” required under the Law of Moses.  
 
     The Law demanded, among other things, that both the man and the woman be brought 
for judgment when the accusation of adultery was made; this would have been easily 
accomplished in this case because the woman was “caught in the very act” (Lev. 20:10; 
Deut. 22:22). Jesus pointed out the inconsistency when he said “he that is without sin 
among you let him first cast a stone at her” (v.7). All of the men, who should have served as 
witnesses against the woman, had left; they realized they had violated the Law and had 
sinned. Jesus could not pronounce judgment upon the woman and keep the Law as all the 
witnesses against the woman had left. Had the scribes and the Pharisees gathered all 
pertinent information before they reacted, they would not have had to leave the presence of 
the Lord with “egg on their face.” 
 
     Second, I praised Emaleigh for her understanding that “the Bible is all we need.” I 
explained to her how she needed to hold on to that belief throughout her life. Such childlike 
faith in the Bible is needed by all. Sometimes as individuals grow in knowledge they begin 
to think the Bible is not an all-sufficient guide.   
 
     The Bible is truly all we need (II Tim 3:16-17). It comes from the source of all true 
knowledge—God. The Bible provides us with all things pertaining to life and godliness 
(II Pet. 1:3). Whether young or old, faith comes by hearing and hearing by the word of God 
(Rom. 10:17).
