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As we continue on our life long 
journey of building our faith, let 
us consider some thoughts on 
the Creation order as recorded 
through inspiration by Moses. 
The order that Moses provides 
for the Creation account in 
Genesis one seems to line up 

with scientific evidence available today.  
I have always enjoyed studying the field of 

Christian evidences. From my years at FHC (87-89) I 
enjoyed many a class and challenging study in this 
field. Later in my studies I noticed an argument that 
was employed by Wayne Jackson in some of his 
writings. It was an argument regarding the prophetic 
evidence related to a coming Messiah. Brother 
Jackson would often quote a book entitled Science 
Speaks by Peter W. Stoner. Just last year, I was able 
to obtain a copy of this book from a member of the 
congregation in Bridgeport. He was a good student of 
the scriptures. I am thankful to John Adams for the 
gift. Since receiving this book, I have found many 
other helpful arguments in Stoner’s book. 

Stoner notes that the possibility of Moses by 
chance coming up with the creation order that is 
supported by geology (given the knowledge available 
to him in his time) as being 1 chance in  
31,135,104,000,000,000,000,000.  We can probably 
guess that the number Stoner has provided shows 
very little possibility of happening by chance but we 
probably cannot begin to conceptualize what this 
number means. This is a great strength of Stoner’s 
little book—he provides illustrations that help our 
minds grasp the numbers he uses.  

In connection with this example Stoner notes: 
“Suppose we decided to have a drawing and have this 
number of tickets printed. In order to get them printed 
we will use 8,000,000 presses that can print 2000 
tickets per minute. They would have to run day and 
night for 5,000,000 years to print the number of tickets 
listed above. Now let one ticket be marked and the 
whole mass be stirred thoroughly. Then we will blind 
fold you and let you draw one ticket. Will you get the 
right one? Your chance is better than Moses’ chance 
would have been of writing this one chapter from the 
information known in his day.” 

How then did Moses write with such 
knowledge? The Christian knows—the One who 
created the heavens and the earth, inspired Moses to 
record the information.
