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the wilderness, Prepare ye
the way of the LORD, make straight in the desert
a highway for our God.” We know from our study
that this passage is a prophecy concerning John
the Baptist. Matthew’s inspired “commentary” on
the passage is provided in Matthew 3:3. Matthew
reveals that John the Baptist is the one Isaiah
spoke of who would prepare the way.

Notice as well though that the prophecy in
Isaiah says that one would prepare “the way of
the LORD.” We have mentioned before the
significance of the letters L-O-R-D all being in
caps. Most translations that employ the use of all
caps do so to designate the covenant or divine
name for God (what is sometimes referred to as
the Tetragrammaton).

The Tetragrammaton was originally four
consonants of the Hebrew language. Later it
included other markings that indicated to one who
was reading the text that they should pronounce
the Tetragrammaton as “adonai” or as we would
say, “Lord.” Translators wanted to show that the
Lord of the Tetragrammaton was different than
the more common Hebrew term “adonai.” In order
to indicate this, the translators spelled the Lord of
the Tetragrammaton with all caps (LORD).

This is significant because the four
consonants of the Hebrew text that make up the
Tetragrammaton many believe come from a root
word meaning “to be or to exist.” The LORD then
designated “one who has and always will exist.”

Now back to the prophecy in Isaiah 40:3. John
the Baptist was to prepare the way for the LORD
or as we have noted, one who has always and
will always exist. We know from NT study that
John prepared the way for Jesus. Therefore
according to the prophecy, Jesus is the LORD or
one who has always and will always exist.

This is important because many today try to
deny the eternal existence of Christ. Both here
and in many other passages, Jesus is affirmed to
be Deity and one who has always existed.
