thoughts concerning God’s

Jocr'?no;rés;d Global _FIo_od. In a past article
on the inside page of the
bulletin, we examined some
important information regarding
this topic. The last time | spoke, | examined in depth
the topic, but as is often the case, not all of the
information pertinent to the topic was included. One
particular thought regarding God’s Global Flood that
fits well our Confidence Corner is an alleged
objection to God’s Global Flood.

Those who object to the information included in
Genesis 6-9 often note that the Bible could not
possibly be true because it mentions that the waters
covered the mountains of the Earth. From this they
reason that we know the difficulty incurred in
breathing at higher elevations. Expeditions on
Everest are often cited as an example of how
humans suffer when their bodies are deprived of
oxygen. The reasoning continues, how could Noah
and his family survive if they were floating above the
elevation of Mt. Everest? How could they handle the
lack of oxygen especially given their need to climb
up and down three decks of the ark?

At first this sounds like a difficult objection to
answer. Upon further examination though, the
objection is not as difficult as it may first appear.
First some believe the pre-flood conditions of the
Earth were drastically different than the post flood
topography (much evidence points to the changes
coming about due to some catastrophic event). But
for the sake of argument, let's agree that the
mountains that the Global Flood covered were as
high as Mt. Everest. The objection based upon the
lack of oxygen for Noah and his family is based
upon a misunderstanding of atmospheric pressure.
You see atmospheric pressure depends upon an
elevation relative to sea level. The atmospheric
condition above the mountains during the flood
would be the same as the atmospheric condition at
“sea level” today. Sea level would have been raised
in Noah’s day and hence the breathing problems
supposed by those who propose this objection are
not valid.

Do Your Actions Show That You Really Believe?

The other day Kayleigh and | were headed to Bed, Bath, and Beyond to pick up some coffee
(yes you read that correctly). We parked the car and started into the store when a little car with
many bumper stickers caught my attention. | went over to the car, bent over (my eyes are not what
they once were) and began reading the bumper stickers—including the fine print. As | read one
aloud—a sticker with a pentagram—it read “give me that old time religion.” | could feel Kayleigh's
uneasiness and | heard her say, “Dad, let's go.” | knew immediately what that meant. Sure enough
the owner of the car was headed straight toward us no doubt wondering why this man was bent
over reading the bumper stickers of her car.

| had expected a certain type of person to be the driver of this car. Imagine my surprise when |
saw an elderly lady small in stature approaching me. Still a little shocked, | asked her to explain to
me what her many bumper stickers meant. Along with the “pentagram give me that old time
religion sticker” were many others regarding the worship of seemingly a goddess of the Earth.
Irritated she responded with a hard German accent, “Why?!” In response | simply said, “Well |
thought if you were displaying all these bumper stickers you would be anxious to tell me about
them.” Even more irritated she retorted, “That’s my religion!” Just as | started to say, “Well, let me
tell you about Jesus,” she quickly entered her car and drove away.

Well | had many thoughts running through my mind at that time, including, “Well excuse me!”
More so, | think | was a little taken back by the fact that someone who would openly display a
message seemed so ashamed to talk to me about her “religion.” Did she not really believe the
message she was displaying? Did she not believe her “religion” to be powerful? Or did she not
fully understand what her religion stood for?

Upon further consideration, | wondered how many Christians may appear that same way to the
world. Oh, perhaps we don't display our religion on our bumpers, but there are other ways we
display our religion to our neighbors on a daily basis. | wonder if our neighbors who always see us
carrying our Bibles to services wonder about us, “Why don’t they ever speak to me about their
religion?” Do they not really believe their religion? Do they not believe their religion is powerful? Do
they not really understand their religion? Or worse | wonder if they think, “Oh they are a part of that
exclusive group who do not want to share their faith with me.”

What are you displaying to your neighbors, relatives, and co-workers about Christianity? God
has placed in our hands His eternal message (2 Cor. 4:7). He commands us to share His message
with those around us (Matt. 28:18-20). When we do, think of the blessing it is to our lives—we are
workers together with Almighty God (2 Cor. 6:1).

If you are a Christian, your actions speak volumes to those around you. The question we need
to consider is, in addition to the “speaking” that we do with our actions, do we communicate with
our mouths to those round about us regarding our love for their soul, and more importantly the love
that God and Jesus have for their soul? | believe that is a thought worthy of our consideration.
