God loves Jacob and hates Esau.
Even when consideration is given to this love and hate
being extended to the Nations of Israel and Judah, it does
little to lessen the confusion.

The problem lies in the inability of the Hebrew
language to convey the various nuances of the concept of
ahav (love) and sane (hate). Whereas Greek has different
terms to convey the different types of love and hate, such
is not the case with Hebrew or English. The word sane
means not only traditional “hate” but also “be hostile to”
(Gen. 26.27), “be unloved” (Gen. 29.31; Deut. 21.15),
“reject” (Exod. 20.5), and “take an aversion to” (Deut.
22.13, 16); and by the same token its antonym ahav
means to “favor” (Gen. 25.28), “befriend” (Deut. 10.19),
and “to dote on” (Gen. 44.20), to choose (Mal. 1:2-5) as
well as traditional “love.” Although ahav and sane should
be translated as love and hate, as Eugene Nida suggests
the meaning of the word should be ascertained by noting
“it's function in the context of a passage to determine it's
theological significance” (Componential Analysis of
Meaning: An Introduction to Semantic Structures, 1975).

In the passage under consideration, God’s love-hate
has to do with His choosing Jacob (Israel) and His
rejecting Esau (Edom). In the Midrash we see this same
usage of love-hate when it describes God as “hating” the
angels (Exodus Rabbah 51.8). God'’s hatred of the angels
describes God choosing to give man the Torah rather
than the angels. The Aramaic Targum renders the
passage in Malachi in a way that indicates God loved
Israel and rejected Esau.

Remember as well that God’s hate is not like man’s
hate. God’s hatred is not the acidic combination of
bitterness, fear and self-centeredness that human beings
usually think of when they say they “hate” someone. The
LORD does not hate people in the sense that He wishes
them evil or delights in their hurt.

God’s choosing of Jacab (Israel) over Esau (Edom)
was not in the realm of salvation. He chose Israel for a
historical function; He blest the nation of Israel for the
benefit of all mankind through His plan of the ages for the
salvation of mankind.

Some may question God'’s choice, as did the Jews
later in Romans 9, but when we read the book of Job we
are humbled and realize as Job did, God is God and we
are not. (Romans 9:20; Exodus 33:19).
