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        This year in Confidence 
Corner we are examining how 
the inspired New Testament 
writers applied the passages 
from the inspired Old Testament 
writers so that our knowledge, 
faith, and therefore our 
confidence,  will grow (Romans 

10:17). 
      
     In Genesis 12:3 we read “ I will bless those who 
bless you, And I will curse those who curse you; and in 
you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.” This 
passage teaches that Abram was to become the 
personification of God’s blessing to his fellow men” 
(Aalders, p.269). Those who acted in favor toward 
Abram, God would act in favor toward them. Those 
who did not act in favor of Abram, God would not act in 
favor of them. The final promise that all the earth 
would be blessed through Abram deals more than with 
physical blessings. This blessing looks back to 
Genesis 3:15 and ahead to Christ. This blessing would 
nullify the curse brought upon mankind from the 
beginning of sin (Genesis 3). But how does the NT 
employ the passage? 
 
     In Galatians 3:8, Paul personifies scripture 
depicting what it foresaw (Taylor, p. 51). The passage 
reads, “And the Scripture, foreseeing that God would 
justify the Gentiles by faith, preached the gospel to 
Abraham beforehand saying, ‘In you all the nations 
shall be blessed.’” The passage from the Pentateuch 
could be written by Moses through the eyes of God. As 
Moses wrote guided by God, his words could depict 
exactly what God would do thousands of years later 
through his Son. Such good news was preached with 
future anticipation of the blessing Abraham would be 
to all the nations. It would be through his “seed” that all 
the nations of the earth would be blessed (a reference 
to Christ). 
 
     The NT writer employs the passage to show that it 
was through Jesus, not Judaism, that Abraham’s 
blessing of all nations would come. It was not what the 
Israelites followed in the Old Testament that Paul 
made reference to here in this passage; it was through 
the Gospel that all nations would be blessed. It would 
be only those who accepted the Gospel who would be 
a part of those that Moses through inspiration had 
written of some thousands of years earlier.

     Here is just one of the many platitudes that erupt from the mouths of those who are opposed 
to strong and straight gospel preaching. The trouble with this particular one is simply that gospel 
preachers are not in the fly catching business; rather, they are in the soul-saving business like the 
one they seek to emulate! (Luke 19:10). There is an old story about a young preacher who stood 
up in a congregation where he was "trying out" and boldly proclaimed, "I do not think it right nor 
proper for a gospel preacher to tell people that they are going to hell!" An old and tried veteran 
preacher stood up in the back of the meeting house and shouted, "Son, point them out to me and 
I’ll tell them for you! For if they are headed toward hell, they need to know it!" 
      
     Before I write any further in this article, allow me to say that I do not think it is ever proper or 
right for a preacher or Bible teacher to be mean-spirited, rude, and/or demeaning. Such will never 
do, for this will drive people away instead of drawing them through the power of the precious 
gospel of Christ. It is a Scriptural fact that we are to be ". . .speaking the truth in love. . ." 
(Ephesians 4:15). But brethren, this does not mean that we "water down" the message for fear of 
offending some! This does not mean that we abstain, for instance, from preaching the truth on 
marriage, divorce and remarriage, because we know we have some in the audience in 
unscriptural marriages. It certainly does not mean that we will not preach the truth concerning 
damnable denominationalism because "it might run some off." Many times congregations attempt 
to "handcuff & gag" preachers so that the message heard in their pulpits could be preached in 
any of the denominational churches in town and the members of that denomination would not 
know that he was not one of them! In fact, with such "general themes" as are heard from some of 
our pulpits these days, one is made to wonder if the preacher is not, in fact, "one of them"! 
      
     Donald Rumsfeld, the current Secretary of Defense, was not well liked by many around the 
Pentagon when he first took over that position last year. He was not well liked by the Press Corp. 
either, for that matter. Why? Well, he was spearheading some much needed changes in the 
Pentagon, and he was (and is) a straight talker. He tells the truth, and he tells the truth bluntly 
and straightforwardly. As a result, the Press had a heyday with him. "He is crass and arrogant . .

10:3-6; Ephesians 6:10-20; I Timothy 1:18; 2 Timothy 2:3-4). There will never be peace with him; 
he is our adversary. (I Peter 5:8). He is the ultimate "evil one", and he and his need to be labeled 
as such. The Word of God says that anything that is contrary to the "doctrine of Christ" is evil. 
(Read 2 John 9-11). We need not be mean-spirited toward those confused and deceived by 
Satan, but we must "call a spade a spade" and call upon people to truly believe on Jesus, repent 
of their sins, and submit to Him as Lord of lords and King of kings.
