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        This year in Confidence 
Corner we are examining how 
the inspired New Testament 
writers applied the passages 
from the inspired Old 
Testament writers so that our 
knowledge, faith, and therefore 
our confidence,  will grow 

(Romans 10:17). 
      
     Genesis 12:7 is referenced by Paul through 
inspiration in Galatians 3:16. His argument provides 
great hope to those who were not physical Israel. 
 
       A turning point in the saga of God's people 
occurred when God called Abram to leave 
Mesopotamia for a land he knew little or nothing 
about, Canaan. He promised him great blessings of 
wealth as well as spiritual blessings: This is 
considered by most to be a reference to the work of 
the Messiah. 
 
     Paul mentions this prophecy in Galatians 3:16 
"Now to Abraham and his Seed were the promises 
made. He does not say, 'And to seeds,' as of many, 
but as of one, 'And to your Seed,' who is Christ." It 
is evident from the genealogies in both Matthew 1 
(Joseph's) and Luke 3 (Mary's) that both legally and 
naturally Jesus is a descendant of Abraham. 
 
     "And if you are Christ's then you are Abraham's 
seed, and heirs according to the promise" Galatians 
3:29.  We Christians are also children of God 
through our faith which leads to obedience in Jesus 
(verses 26 & 27), and this makes us spiritual 
descendants of Abraham and co-heirs of the 
promised blessings.

A.M. -  Preaching Christ 
 Acts 8:5, 35 
 
P.M. -   Within Your Power 
 Acts 5:1-4 
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“ EXTRA SPIRITUAL STEPS”  

   There are those in the body of Christ who provide both spiritual guidance and in addition 
indicate by their lives that being a Christian can be very enjoyable. One of my elders in 
Bridgeport, WV would often have humorous bits of wisdom. Howard Lloyd provided many 
phrases of a comical nature that still remain with me today. One particular occasion sticks 
out in my mind. 

     Howard and his late wife, Betty,  had struggled with various medical issues. One thing 
that I remember Howard did “religiously” was walk. Most often he would go to the local mall 
to log the necessary miles for his physical health. One day he had returned from his walk to 
an elders meeting. He announced that he had had an epiphany that day. He spoke of how 
he would spend a great deal of time driving around the parking lot of the mall in an effort to 
find a parking space close to an entrance of the mall. He noted that on this day when he was 
doing so, it “hit him” as to how silly this practice actually was—after all he was at the mall to 
walk. The further he parked from the mall entrance, the more benefit he would gain from the 
extra exercise! He also was taking up valuable time with his search for the perfect parking 
place! 

     This story reminds me that we often don’t think too straight! We get so caught up in 
things that we think are important (like finding a close parking space) that we miss the 
overall purpose of life. While it is true that our life here on earth can be enjoyable, our 
enjoyment of this life is not all that life is about. 

     The purpose of our life is to fear God and keep his commandments (Ecclesiastes 12:13). 
Sometimes we get so involved in living life “under the sun” that we get ourselves off track 
from our primary purpose of serving God. The writer of Ecclesiastes warns us of the vanity 
of our earthly pursuits. Jesus warns us not to “lay up for ourselves treasures upon the 
earth” (Matthew 6:19-21). John warns through inspiration that we are not to love the world 
nor the things of the world for all that is in the world—the lust of the flesh, lust of the eyes, 
and the vain glory of life are not of the Father, but is of the world (1 John 2:16). 

     All that being said we still can find ourselves doing that which James through inspiration 
forbids—living our lives without factoring God and his will into each decision (James 4:13-
16). As James indicates, our physical life here on earth is brief compared to our eternal 
existence after life here on earth ends. It is this thought along with the other warnings 
mentioned that would be good for us to meditate upon as we live life “under the sun.” When 
we do so, we are reminded of our purpose in life and what is really important. 

     What about you? Do you find yourself “driving around aimlessly” in an effort to obtain a 
closer parking place when your whole purpose is to WALK! Sometimes if we are not careful, 
we find ourselves in essence doing this very thing! We go about thinking we have a good 
idea of what our purpose is in life, only to find we have missed the main purpose altogether! 
We can enjoy life as Christian; as a matter of fact, the Christian life when fully appreciated 
can provide the greatest sense of joy a human can know. Are you trusting in God and doing 
His will with your life? If not, why not begin today! You might be surprised how much “those 
extra steps” (realizing your true purpose) can mean to your spiritual life!
