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        This year in Confidence 
Corner we are examining how the 
inspired New Testament writers 
applied the passages from the 
inspired Old Testament writers so 
that our knowledge, faith, and 
therefore our confidence,  will grow 
(Romans 10:17). 

      
     Genesis 15:6 is quoted by Paul three times in the 
Roman letter and once in his letter to the Galatians. Let 
us see how Paul through inspiration uses this OT 
passage. 
 
          Paul uses Genesis 15:6 for his argument that 
Abraham was justified by faith rather than by works of 
the law in Romans 4 (4:3, 9, & 22).  He does the same in 
Gal 3:6 to the same point, but there the argument moves 
from a consideration of Abraham's faith to the priority of 
the Abrahamic covenant over the Mosaic covenant and 
the centrality of Christ as the seed of promise.  
 
      The choice of Gen 15:6 shows that, for Paul, faith is 
neither a work of merit nor an intuition but is based upon 
divine revelation. By drawing attention to the covenantal 
orientation of Abraham's faith Paul shows that he 
understood the difference between "believing in God" 
and "believing God," between subjective faith and its 
objective content. It also implies that he understood the 
relation of each to the other.  
  
     Abraham clung to God who revealed himself in and 
by his word. The distinction is important—the knowledge 
of God, which leads to faith in God, comes to us through 
study of His word. As indicated, the propositional facet of 
Abraham's faith is the word of covenantal promise (Gen 
12:Iff.; 15:Iff., and 17:Iff.), specifically, here, the promise 
of Gen 15:5, to which the citation Abraham believed God 
(Rom 4:3, Gen 15:6) refers.  This is the promise that 
Abraham would be the father of numerous descendants. 
This is the promise that Abraham chose to believe. 
 
      The implied logic is that, without the divine word, 
Abraham could not have been justified because he could 
not have become a believer. Later in Romans Paul would 
leave for us a similar thought when he would write “Faith 
comes by hearing and hearing by the word of God” 
(10:17).

     I have always been impressed with our teens and 
how they conduct themselves at these youth activities.  
We can be especially proud of our teens and the 
attention they gave to the teaching from God’s Word.  
 

     We are proud of Alen Fox as he went forward on 
Saturday evening and said that not everything was right 
in his life and asked for the prayers of everyone to help 
him in the struggles that he has and as he rededicates 
his life to rise up and repurpose his life to Christ. 
 

     We can be proud of Lauren Pack as she was 
awarded a $500 scholarship to apply to her tuition as 
she plans to attend Freed Hardeman University this fall. 
Her name was drawn from the seniors who attended 
CYC this year.  
 

     My challenge to the youth group and the 
congregation is to repurpose your life and Rise-Up, too, 
as ordinary men and women to do extra ordinary tasks.
