confidence, will grow (Romans
10:17).

This week we will examine how Paul through
inspiration makes use of Genesis 18:10 and Genesis
18:14 in Romans 9:9. Genesis 18:10 reads, “And he
said, | will certainly return to you according to the
time of life; and, see, Sarah your wife shall have a
son. And Sarah heard it in the tent door, which was
behind him.” Genesis 18:14 reads, “Is any thing too
hard for the LORD? At the time appointed | will return
to you, according to the time of life, and Sarah shall
have a son.”

Both of these passages are referenced by Paul in
Romans 9:9. The passage reads, “For this is the
word of promise, At this time will | come, and Sarah
shall have a son.”

When Paul writes “For this is the word of promise”
prior to his reference to the two OT passages noted
above, a word should be noted about this phrase.
First, the Greek word order is important. The first
word in the Greek text is our English word “promise.’
It appears first in the text as a matter of emphasis.
Secondly there is the article before the word “word”
in the Greek text but not before the word “promise.”
Not all translations recognize this distinction. The
phrase should be rendered as the KJV has it “this is
the word of promise.” Paul is encouraging his
readers to pay close attention to the promise that
was made just before Isaac was born so that they
might better understand his point.

When Paul says “At this time | will come, and
Sarah shall have a son” God told Abraham (as we
would say today) next year at this time Sarah your
wife shall have a son. By doing this, God specified
the “seed” line. The promise that was made before
(Gen 15:4-6 and 17:16-27) is now clarified— the son
born to Sarah next year (Isaac) is the promised child.
