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This year in Confidence
Corner we are examining how
the inspired New Testament
writers applied the passages
from the inspired Old Testament
writers so that our knowledge,
faith, and therefore our

confidence, will grow (Romans 10:17).

Last week in our study of the prophecies of
Christ fulfilled in the NT, we began an exercise that
will last a number of weeks; we are examining eight
prophecies regarding Christ and calculating the
probability by chance alone of such prophecies
being fulfilled. We started with Micah 5:2, “But thou,
Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little among
the thousands of Judah, yet out of thee shall he
come forth unto me that is to be ruler in Israel,
whose goings forth have been from of old, from
everlasting.”

In looking at this prophecy by itself, there
appears to be the “possibility” that this could refer to
many who would be born in Bethlehem (Ephratah).
But let’'s add to the mix an additional passage.

In Malachi 3:1 we read, “Behold, | will send my
messenger, and he shall prepare the way before
me.” This passage of course predicts the coming
forerunner to Jesus, John the Baptist.

Based on this passage alone, the question we
would ask is “How many people that have been
born since Malachi's day have had a forerunner to
go before them and prepare the way?” Of course
such a question could potentially include every
person who has been born since Malachi’s day—
this would be a huge number indeed.

But let us not forget the element from the
passage examined last week. When we place Micah
5:2 and Malachi 3:1 together and examine the
supplementary truths contained, we have narrowed
the number of potential people who could by chance
fulfill the criteria mentioned in the passages. Now
we have to ask, “How many people who were born
in Bethlehem (Ephratah) also had a forerunner who
went before them to prepare the way for them?” As
you can see this significantly reduces the potential
people who could fulfill the prophecy by chance—

thus making it less probable as well.
