The last few weeks in our study of the
prophecies of Christ fulfilled in the NT, we began an
exercise that will last a number of weeks; we are
examining eight prophecies regarding Christ and
calculating the probability by chance alone of such
prophecies being fulfilled. Thus far we have
examined Micah 5:2, Malachi 3:1, Zechariah 9:9,
Zechariah 11:12-13, and Isaiah 53:7. When placed
together and the supplementary truths considered,
the number of potential people who could by chance
fulfill the criteria mentioned in the passages has been
significantly reduced.

This week we want to consider an additional
passage. This passage is taken from a Psalm with a
Messianic thrust—Psalm 22. The passage under
consideration is Psalm 22:16 and it reads: “For dogs
have compassed me: the assembly of wicked have
enclosed me: they pierce my hands and my feet.”
This passage prophesies of the crucifixion of Christ.

Like in weeks past, let us look at this information
in light of our overall study. The question now
becomes, “How many people who were born in
Bethlehem, had a forerunner to prepare the way,
entered Jerusalem as a ruler, riding on the colt the
foal of a donkey, was betrayed for exactly thirty
pieces of silver, who, though innocent, when
oppressed and afflicted and on trial for His life, made
no defense for himself, and who of those born in
Bethlehem with all the previous characteristics to
their life, was also crucified as Psalm 22 predicts?”

Each week as we move further in our study, the
purpose becomes more and more apparent. The
probability of someone by chance fulfilling all of
these prophecies would be impossible, but with God
directing the events of this world, we see through
faith, His great power. We will wrap up our study in
the next few weeks by drawing further conclusions
from just eight prophecies.
