knowledge, faith, and therefore
our confidence, will grow (Romans 10:17).

This week we will examine a passage from
Malachi (1:2-5) and Paul’s use and application of
it by inspiration in Romans 9:13. The passage
from Malachi reads “ | have loved you,” says the
LORD. “ Yet you say, ‘In what way have You
loved us?’ Was not Esau Jacob’s brother?” Says
the LORD.

“Yet Jacob | have loved; But Esau | have
hated,” Paul's application of this passage is found
in Romans 9:12-13, and it reads “it was said to
her, “The older shall serve the younger.” As itis
written, “Jacob | have loved, but Esau | have
hated.”

The application of the passage by Paul
through inspiration provides us with some further
insight into how God used a nation (Jacob/Israel)
to bring about the salvation of the world. In the
passage in Malachi and also in Romans it seems
to be the case that the nations of Israel and
Edom are under consideration and not the
individual men named (Jacob and Esau).

Reese in his commentary on Romans has
some excellent thoughts that | will summarize
here. God loved Jacob in the sense that He
chose him to be his special tool. God hated Esau
in the sense that he chose not to use him to
accomplish His plan to redeem mankind. Israel
was elected by God to an historical function for
the salvation of the world but this election has no
reference to eternal destiny. Whether Jacob or
Esau (as individuals) were saved or lost,
depended upon each one’s individual choices.
