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our confidence, will grow (Romans 10:17).

This week we will examine some passages
from the book of Psalms. The book of Psalms
(sepher tehillim/ book of praises Hebrew Bible)
has a definite Messianic thrust. As we read
through the Psalms, we can find a sermon
regarding the coming Messiah unfolding on the
pages before us.

In Psalm 2:7 we read of the Sonship of Jesus
(Hebrews 1:5) and of His resurrection (Acts
13:33). In Psalm 16:10 again we see the hope of
the Messiah to be resurrected from the dead
(Acts 2:27). Psalm 22 provides many details
regarding the rejection of the Messiah. In Psalm
40:6 we see the obedience of the Messiah being
stressed (Hebrews 10:5-7). In Psalm 45:6-7 we
read of the holiness of the Messiah (Hebrews
1:8-9). In Psalm 68:18 we read of His ascension
(Ephesians 4:8). In Psalm 69:9 we read of His
affliction (Romans 15:3) and His zeal (John
2:17). In Psalm 102:25-27 we read of His
eternalness (Hebrews 1:10). Above are simply a
sampling of the passages regarding the Messiah
in the book of Psalms.

Above we see as well the many NT writers
who made allusions to the book of Psalms in
their efforts to teach regarding the Messiah. We
should not wonder why the inspired men of the
NT employed the book of Psalms in their writings Sunday’s Sermons:
regarding the Messiah. After all Jesus, Himself,
indicated that along with the law and the A.M.— The Bible and Dinosaurs
prophets, the psalms had written material Genesis 1:24-31
concerning Him (Luke 24:44).
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Hell: A Sobering Reality

Before reading this article, | am going to ask you to read the following passages of
Scripture: Matthew 5:22; 13:40-42; 13:49-50; 16:18; 18:14; 18:23-39; 22:1-14; 23:13-15;
23:33; 25:30; 25:31-46; Mark 8:34-38; 9:42-48; Luke 6:24-26; 13:3 & 5; 16:19-31; 20:18;
John 3:16; 3:36; 5:24-29; 15:6; and 17:12. | realize to read all these passages will be time
consuming but | believe helpful to the sober reality we all need to consider.

If you read the passages above (these are only a select few passages that | could
remember) | believe you will notice a couple of things. First you will notice these passages
are the teachings of Jesus. Second | believe they will make you aware of the serious
nature of the subject of hell. In addition you will come to understand that hell is both a state
and a place.

As a state of being, it is a state in which a person has lost all blessings that will be
freely given to the righteous and it is a state wherein a person is cursed, condemned,
perishing, under God’s wrath, being punished and being destroyed. It is also a place which
is distinct from heaven where the righteous will receive their rewards. It is a place
described as a “prison” or “abyss” where there is everlasting and unquenchable fire. Those
who inhabit hell will weep and gnash their teeth.

Hell is also a place that one will be banished to by Jesus. Stop and consider this
thought in depth. 2 Corinthians 5:10 and Acts 17:30-31 both indicate Jesus will be the
judge of our eternal destinies. Philippians 2:9-11 indicates that all will recognize the
awesomeness of Jesus at that time. Imagine, recognizing His awesomeness only to be
told by One who is above all, “Depart from me...(Matthew 25:41). To be so close to the
majesty of the Lord only to be banished from His presence for all eternity, seems to my
human mind to be unbearable. | am confident that to our heightened sense of awareness
at that time, the feeling, though incomprehensible to our human mind now, will be fully
understood at that time. Such a thought, even now with my limited finite mind, is
unbearable to me! | cannot begin to fathom the full realization of being told to depart from
Jesus!

Make no doubt about it, Jesus warned of hell as a real place and state that we should
avoid. We cannot accept Jesus teachings in other areas and choose to ignore what He
warned regarding hell. We must understand that Jesus loved us enough to die for us but
His warnings regarding hell also stem from His great love for us.

Hell is a spiritual reality more terrible than could ever be conveyed by the human
language used to describe it on the pages of Scripture. Jesus taught the doctrine of eternal
punishment of those who know not God and reject the gospel of Jesus Christ (2
Thessalonians 1:7-9). Consider again how such is described on the pages of Scripture—
everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of His
power.

Please, if you have not already done so, wake up and realize what living a life separate
from God in this life means—it means separation from Him for all eternity. Such is the
reality of Scripture’s teaching and sobering indeed.
