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This week in discussing the basis
for our hope, the resurrection of
Christ, | would like for us to consider
a few thoughts regarding the
witnesses to the resurrection of
Christ. Some may claim that we need
to simply accept the resurrection
based on a leap in the dark and our
emotional thinking. God has not left
the basis of our hope on such shaky ground. Rather an
examination of the witnesses to the resurrection of Christ
can withstand the scrutiny of critics. Consider the following
information.
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Rex Turner Sr. wrote the following regarding the
honesty and integrity of the witnesses. | would like to share
it here for although it may have been penned a number of
years ago, the truths of Dr. Turner’s pen continue to be
true today. | was blessed to take a number of classes
under the late Dr. Turner. Even in his later years, the
material he would provide his students was exceptional.
Dr. Turner wrote:

“...there are essentially only three circumstances that will
prompt a witness to lie on the witness stand or to give false
testimony. Those circumstances are: 1. A witness will lie
through fear; 2. A witness will lie through avarice; 3. A
witness will lie through ambition.”

Dr. Turner continues:

“Now fear did not prompt those disciples to testify that
Christ arose from the dead. Instead of their being moved
by fear to testify that Christ rose from the dead, they
testified of his resurrection in face of fear.”

“Further, avarice, or desire for gain, did not prompt those
disciples to testify that Christ arose from the dead. Instead
of their being moved by their desire for gain to testify that
Christ arose from the dead, they testified of his resurrection
in the face of suffering, hardships, privations, and the loss
of earthly possessions.”

“Still further, ambition did not prompt those disciples to
testify that Christ arose from the dead. They testified of
Christ’s resurrection in the face of the loss of all business
positions, social positions, and political positions.”

Turner concludes:
“Neither fear nor avarice nor ambition, therefore, could
have prompted those disciples to give their testimony of
the fact of the resurrection of Christ. Thus without doubt,
their testimony could not be rejected on the basis of their
being dishonest men.
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One of the most questioned
ARCHAEOLOGY |accounts of the Bible is the flood of

AND THE Noah's time. A century ago liberal

BIBLE critics considered it one of the most

fanciful biblical myths. Yet more
than a century of archaeological
digging has revealed accounts of
the flood in the earliest of

civilizations.

One of the most astounding finds is the Gilgamesh
Epic, recorded on clay tablets that were translated in
1872 by George Smith of the British Museum. The
tablets narrate the flood account from the perspective of
the ancient Babylonians. A similar account was found
on Sumerian tablets, which are the earliest writings yet
discovered.

These ancient tablets are by no means the only
external corroboration of the biblical flood narrative.
Aaron Smith, is said to have patiently counted all the
flood stories he could find. He came across 80,000
works in 72 languages referencing a global flood
(Werner Keller, The Bible as History, 1980, p. 38).

It seems logical that if Noah's flood was just a local
event affecting people in a limited geographic region, its
impact would not have been reflected in documents that
reveal the thinking of so many far-off peoples.

One historian notes: "The Sumerians, Babylonians and
Assyrians of Mesopotamia might well be expected to
cherish a similar tradition to that of the Hebrews, since
they lived so close to the presumed seat of antediluvian
civilization . . . But what shall we say of the legend of
Manu preserved among the Hindus . . . or of Fah-he
among the Chinese . . . or of Nu-u among the
Hawaiians; or of Tezpi among the Mexican Indians; or
of Manabozho among the Algonquins? . . . All of these
agree that all mankind was destroyed by a great flood
(usually represented as worldwide) as a result of divine
displeasure at human sin, and that a single man with his
family or a very few friends survived the catastrophe by
means of a ship or raft or large canoe of some sort"
(Archer, p. 209).
