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     The phrases “it is written” 
and “fulfilled” (or some form of 
the word) were terms that 
came to be recognized as 
designating the sacredness 
and divine authority of ancient 
literature. For this reason, 

those who were termed “scribes” were held in 
high esteem in Judaism (even though these 
scribes did mainly copying of sacred texts). 
 
     Metzger points out that, in the NT, as well as 
Christian communities, various designations 
were used to emphasize the sacredness of the 
body of literature we now call the Old Testament 
(Canon of the New Testament, 289-95). Phrases 
like “it is written,” the scripture says,” and “as the 
scripture says,” were all terms employed by NT 
writers regarding the Old Testament Scriptures. 
 
     It is fascinating that among the world’s 
religious systems, Judaism (based upon the OT 
text), Christianity (based upon both the OT texts 
as they relate to the NT and the NT texts 
themselves), and Islam (based upon OT texts 
and the Qur’an) are the three main groups to 
define themselves and their beliefs based upon 
what each believes are sacred texts. Though 
each may claim to have sacred texts, only the 
Hebrew Bible and the New Testament Scriptures 
can stand under light of scrutiny. 
 
     The Qur’an is a document that was reliant 
upon oral tradition that passed down from 
generation to generation. A study of the Joseph 
narrative from the Qur’an will uncover an odd 
fancifulness not found in the documents of the 
Hebrew Bible or New Testament. Read some 
time the comparison between the Genesis 
record of the Joseph narrative and the account 
of Joseph from the Qur’an. Such a comparison 
can be quite enlightening.

       In 1868, in the biblical city of 
Dibon, a missionary named F.A. 
Klein uncovered a stone which 
was a victory stela of King Mesha 
of Moab victories over the 
Israelites. Though the stone was 
recovered over 150 years ago, 
few today know much regarding 

this find. The find is known as the Moabite Stone, or 
the Mesha Inscription, since it was written by Mesha, 
King of Moab.  
    Consider the amount of information on the stone 
that coincides with the Hebrew Bible: 

 
I (am) Mesha, son of Chemosh-[...], king of Moab, 
the Dibonite—my father (had) reigned over Moab 
thirty years, and I reigned after my father,—(who) 
made this high place for Chemosh in Qarhoh [...] 
because he saved me from all the kings and 
caused me to triumph over all my adversaries. As 
for Omri, king of Israel, he humbled Moab many 
years (lit., days), for Chemosh was angry at his 
land. And his son followed him and he also said, 
“I will humble Moab.” In my time he spoke (thus), 
but I have triumphed over him and over his 
house, while Israel hath perished forever. 

     Line 31 of the Moabite stone reads: “And the 
House of David inhabited Horonaim." Here is found 
one of the first references outside the Bible to King 
David and his descendants, who were from the tribe 
of Judah.  
     Mesha also makes a distinction between the men 
of Israel and the House of David. This is exactly how 
the Bible states Israel was divided as a kingdom 
during this time. Jehosophat was king of Judah from 
the house of David, while Joram was the king of 
Israel (from 848 B.C. to 852 B.C.), according to 2 
Kings chapter 3.  And so again, the Moabite stone 
serves to illuminate biblical study and confirm that 
that which the Scriptures teach regarding David can 
be confirmed through archaeological finds.
