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     In a continuing effort to build 
our confidence in our Christian 
faith let us consider the predicative 
prophecy of Daniel regarding 
political powers. In Daniel 2 and 
also in Daniel 8 Daniel provides an 
almost unbelievable account of 
what was to come to pass in the 
realm of world powers. I say 

almost unbelievable, because as we know, it is not 
unbelievable when God, who is in control of the rise 
and fall of nations, is the one who is guiding Daniel in 
what he reveals. In a time when no one could possibly 
foresee the powerful Babylon’s defeat (not to mention 
the rise of the Medes and Persians), Daniel not only 
revealed their defeat but also a successive number of 
Nations which would rise to power, under the control of 
Almighty God. 
 
     Consider the following historical information from 
The Archaeological Encyclopedia of the Holy Lands 
written by Avraham Negev: 

 

The greatness of Babylon began during its 1st Dynasty, 
especially in the reign of Hammurabi, the sixth king of that 
line. During his reign and that of his son numerous 
temples were built there and irrigation channels were 
excavated, but then the city suffered a rapid decline. It 
revived again in the 13th century BC but continued to 
suffer frequent onslaughts, resulting in destruction, at the 
hands of the rising Assyrian Empire. It was not until the 
downfall of Assyria that Babylon, in the time of 
Nebuchadnezzar II, rose again to the status of the most 
important city in Mesopotamia. Cyrus, King of Persia, 
conquered the city, which then became part of the 
Persian Empire. In 331 BC Babylon was conquered by 
Alexander the Great, who attempted to rebuild the 
venerated but decaying city. With his untimely death its 
long decline set in and in the Roman period it was no 
more than a famous heap of ruins.  

 
Daniel’s written record corresponds to the time period 
around that of Nebuchadnezzar II. From a time when 
Daniel himself is in captivity in Babylon, he predicts the 
downfall of Babylon to the Medes and Persians, the 
Medes and Persians fall to the Greeks, and the Greeks 
demise under the mighty arm of the Romans. 
 
     How did Daniel know so accurately what was to 
historically happen in the future? It was not Daniel who 
provided the information—it was the God of Heaven 
who is in control of all nations.

    In connection with our article 
this week in Confidence Corner, 
I want to examine the Nabonidus 
Chronicle. In doing so the biblical 
account of Daniel can be further 
illuminated and confirmed. 

 
     Until 1854 the Bible was the lone witness to a 
person known as Belshazzar, the Babylonian king 
named in Daniel 5. Greek historians claimed that 
the last king of Babylon, who fell to Cyrus in 539, 
was Nabonidus (556/5–539). In 1854 J. G. Taylor 
found several small clay cylinders bearing 
inscriptions in temple ruins at Ur in southern Iraq. 
The inscriptions contained prayers for Nabonidus 
and his firstborn son, Belshazzar. But then in 1882 
T. G. Pinches published what is known as the 
Nabonidus Chronicles. From this record it was 
learned that Nabonidus fell into disfavor with the 
priests of Marduk, the patron deity at Babylon, 
because of his zeal for the moon god Sin. 
Consequently he spent many years away from 
Babylon in self-imposed exile at a remote oasis in 
Teima in Arabia. He left his son Belshazzar as 
regent in Babylon, which explains Belshazzar’s offer 
to make Daniel the “third highest ruler in the 
kingdom” if he could interpret the handwriting on the 
wall (Dan. 5:16) [Willmington, H. L. (1997). 
Willmington's Bible handbook (894)].  
 
     This prophecy was revealed to Daniel in the 3rd 
year of Belshazzar’s reign. According to the 
Nabonidus Chronicle, Belshazzar was “entrusted 
the army and the kingship” in about 556 B.C. This is 
an important element. Around 553 B.C. no one 
would even imagine that within twenty years the 
mighty Babylonian empire would be defeated. This 
was not information that was derived from natural 
human intelligence—it was revealed by the perfect 
knowledge of God.
