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     In this week’s Confidence 
Corner  we are going to consider 
some thoughts regarding our 
knowledge of God. Though the 
Bible reveals that God has 
revealed himself in nature 
(Romans 1:20), this revelation by 
itself is not complete. That being 

said, the Bible as a special revelation providing more 
detailed analysis of God and His will, still does not 
provide a “perfect” knowledge of all there is to know 
about God and His will. 

 
You may read the first paragraph and think that I 

have lost my mind. Let me explain further what I 
mean by the paragraph above. In Deuteronomy 
29:29 we read the following: “The secret things 
belong to the LORD our God; but the things that are 
revealed belong to us and to our children forever 
that we may do all the words of this law.” John in the 
NT indicates a similar idea regarding Jesus when he 
writes that all the things Jesus did are not written by 
him—and in fact if all was written down, that the 
world itself could not contain the volumes needed to 
hold such information (John 20:30-31). Now can you 
see what I mean by the first paragraph. 

 
Here is the point!  We can study the Bible 

through and through and still not have a “perfect” 
knowledge (i.e. the Knowledge that God possess on 
a topic). That being said, notice what the latter part 
of Deuteronomy 29:29 states. This text says, “...but 
the things that are revealed...” Did you catch that? 
God has chosen to reveal certain things to us from 
His infinite knowledge (we know this is a wonderful 
gift from Him).  

 
Notice though that  the things that are revealed, 

“belong to us and to our children forever, that we 
may do all the words of this law.” Again this is similar 
to what John said about the things that have been 
recorded through inspiration regarding Jesus—they 
were written that we might believe. God has loved us 
enough and has given us what he has chosen by 
way of written revelation, not so that we can satisfy 
our curiosity nor to justify Himself to us, but so that 
we may make a choice to submit to and be obedient 
to His will, that we might be justified.

     One of the greatest blessings 
of this congregation is the 
example of so many couples 
that have committed themselves 
to each other and to God in 
marriage for so many years.

Also the husband is to render 
sacrificial, unconditional love to the wife (5:25).  
Such a mutual giving of love and respect is seen 
between Christ and the church, and a beautiful 
relationship it is. 
     Do we respect our “husband” as we should?  Do 
we throw around his name in vane?  Do we do our 
best to focus on Him when He is speaking to us 
through His word?  Do we make being with him a 
priority?  Do we tell everyone about Him?  Do we 
forget about what He did and continues to do for 
us?  Do we thank Him for loving us despite our 
flaws and failures?  How much have we truly 
“respected” and “loved” our husband?  He gave his 
life for us.  Let us give ours to Him. 
     II Corinthians 5:15—”And He died for all, that 
those who live should no longer live for themselves 
but for him who died for them and was raised 
again.”
